This 
may include obtaining old vehicles, taking 
photographs and recording histories of various 
operators or individual vehicles.

Over the years members have collected a number of 
old commercial vehicles which are in operating 
condition or being restored. Makes collected include 
International, Federal, Reo, Foden, Dennis, 
Chevrolet, Bedford, A.E.C., Leyland, Ford, Dodge, 
Albion and White, covering the period from 1920 to 
the present day. The HCVA is affiliated with the 
Council of Motor Clubs (CMC) and participates in 
the RTA Historic Conditional Registration Scheme.
